The public hearing was opened and
closed as there were no comments.

The public hearing was opened and
closed as there were no comments.

5. Ordinance No. 2009-49, amending the Code of Ordinances, Chapter 93, Real
Property Nuisances, by limiting the number of complaints and complainants who
can submit same, for final reading.

The City Attorney read the ordinance in caption only. The public hearing was opened.
Several individuals spoke against the revisions to the current ordinance as they felt the
distance between the dwelling and area mowed should be greater than proposed and the
frequency of mowing increased. Tom Gaume, Greater Palm Bay Chamber of Commerce,
stated the Economic Development Task Force initiated the changes and stated they
conformed to state standards for fire prevention. The public hearing was closed.

Mr. Feldman explained the reason for the revisions.

Motion by Deputy Mayor Zonka, seconded by Mr. Capote, to adopt Ordinance No.
2009-49. Mr. Stables addressed the rationale for the revisions from the fire perspective.
Deputy Mayor Zonka stated the revisions were for safety purposes versus aesthetic
purposes. Motion carried with members voting as follows: Mayor Mazziotti, Yea; Deputy
Mayor Zonka, Yea; Councilwoman Isnardi, Yea; Councilwoman Paccione, Yea;

6. Ordinance No. 2009-47, amending the City’s Comprehensive Plan Future Land
Use Map to change the designated use of certain property from Single Family
Residential Use and Commercial Use to Public/Semi-Public Use (6.44 acres)(Case
No. CP-13-2009, Buccaneer Development), for final reading.

The City Attorney read the ordinance in caption only. The public hearing was opened
Jonathan Griffis, applicant, was present to answer questions.

Individuals spoke against the request citing that the comprehensive plan amendment and
rezoning were incompatible with the commercial development plans along the Malabar
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Road corridor; the changes intruded into a currently developed rural residential
neighborhood and would devalue the properties; and the requests provided for an isolated
institutional use removed from what would normally be an adjacent supporting institutional
infrastructure. The public hearing was closed.

Rochelle Lawandales, of Lawandales Planning Affiliates, Inc., addressed the compatibility
of the requested land use and zoning to the surrounding area. Mayor Mazziotti questioned
why the land adjacent to the east wasn’t considered for the retention pond. He expressed
concern over not receiving the Binding Development Plan until Tuesday of this week. He
asked if it would create a problem to table the items until the November 5™ regular Council
meeting. Mr. Griffis stated that the Purchase and Sale agreement contained contractual
dates that fell within the first week of November.

Deputy Mayor Zonka questioned the email from the City Attorney prlor to this meeting
suggesting that the three (3) requests be tabled until the November 5" meeting. The City
Attorney explained his email, but stated the applicant, City Manager, and he had spoken
during the interim and determined there would be no issue with considering the land use
and rezoning at this meeting; the conditional use would be considered on Novemnber 5™,

Mayor Mazziotti stated he wanted more time to review the material received on Tuesday.

Deputy Mayor Zonka suggested adding the items to the meeting scheduled for next
Thursday, October 29"

Motion by Mrs. Paccione, seconded by Mayor Mazziotti, to table Iltem Nos. 6, 7, and 8 until
the next meeting. There was further discussion among councilmembers regarding the
request. Mr. Stokes stated the land use and rezoning ordinances were not effective until
thirty-one days after the enactment dates. The terms would be contained within the
conditional use. Mr. Griffis said the contractual obligations for the land use and rezoning
could not be based on tentative measuires.
