BCl SCHEDULE/WORK DUTIES FOR PALM BAY

1. KBB assigned a BCI crew to the city twice each week, providing eight (8) inmates each day that worked approximately six (6)
hours totaling 48 man-hours per day/280 man-hours per month.

2. A schedule was sent each month to the City Manager's office, Public Works staff, Customer Service staff and the Parks &
Recreation department.

3. The BCI crew was scheduled one day a month to the Parks & Recreation Department (For as-needed labor intensive work) &
one day a month to the Police Department (primarily to clean the gun range). The balance of the month's schedule was assigned
to the Public Works Department.

4. The Public Works Department used the BCI crew to clean the 1-95 corridor and both interchanges about 10% of the time. The
balance of the BCI crews time was spent responding to customers complaints that included clearing drainage canals that had
limited or no access for clearing/mowing equipment. The crew would weed-eat the slopes and drag cut debris to the roadside for
pick-up by Public Works staff.

Mentioned Intelligence Transportation System
had cameras at intersections to monitor traffic to adapt signals to the uses. Palm Bay
Parkway was added to the Florida Department of Transportation program. Federal funds
approved for private industrial park on Kennedy Space Center property.

3. Tourist Development Council — Mr. Zonka mentioned billboards were being erected
that marketed various aspects of the county.
