Occupant was awakened by the sound of the smoke detector going off. 

Occupant immediately called 911 and left the apartment. Palm Bay Police  

officers arrived and began evacuation of surrounding apartments to clear the 

scene until firefighters were able to gain control of the fire.

The cause has been determined to be the malfunction of a heat lamp that had 

been placed over a 3ô X 6ô snake aquarium. 

Damage to the apartment was estimated to be $25,000, with approximately 

$500 in smoke damage done to the neighboring unit ,and placing over 

$500,000 of property in jeopardy.

No injuries to occupants or fire personnel;  however, the occupant did lose 

three pet snakes.
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
