  2. Ordinance No. 2014-17, amending the Fiscal Year 2013-2014 budget by 
appropriating and allocating certain monies (third budget amendment), for final 
reading.

  6. Ordinance No. 2014-21, dedicating and naming the extension of a road right-of-
way as Pace Drive, for final reading. 
 
The City Attorney read the ordinance in caption only.  The public hearing was opened and 
closed as there were no comments. 
 
Motion by Mr. Santiago, seconded by Mrs. Paccione, to adopt Ordinance No. 2014-21.  
Motion carried with members voting as follows:  Acting Mayor Greene, Yea; Councilwoman 
Isnardi, Yea; Councilwoman Paccione, Yea; Councilman Santiago, Yea. 
 
♣7. Request by Clifford Cole for a variance to allow relief from the 1,000 foot 
separation requirement for a proposed adult community residential home in RS-2 
(Single Family Residential District) zoning (0.23 acres) (Case No. V-8-2014). 
 
The Planning and Zoning Board recommended that the request be denied.  
 
The public hearing was opened.  The applicant presented the request to Council.  Mr. 
Santiago asked if the standards could be lowered and asked staff to research same.  
Residents spoke in opposition to the request due to the location being a high traffic area, 
incompatibility with the neighborhood, bus stop located directly in front of the home, safety 
concerns for the elderly housed at the location, a facility of the same type already existed 
on the street, and devaluation of the neighborhood.  The public hearing was closed.  
 
Motion by Mrs. Isnardi, seconded by Mrs. Paccione, to approve the request.  Motion carried 
with members voting as follows:  Acting Mayor Greene, Yea; Councilwoman Isnardi, Yea; 
Councilwoman Paccione, Yea; Councilman Santiago, Yea. 
 
  8. Request by the City of Palm Bay to amend the Code of Ordinances, Chapter 185, 
Zoning Code, in order to permit wreckers to park in residential areas (Case No.  
T-7-2014). 
  
The Planning and Zoning Board recommended that the request be approved.  
 
The public hearing was opened.  Mr. Watkins presented the request to Council.  There was 
discussion on the class types and sizes of wrecker vehicles and their impacts on the 
neighborhoods.  A resident expressed concern about the wreckers blocking the view when 
leaving adjacent properties and the length of the vehicles.  Mrs. Isnardi did not want the 
ordinance to be limited to the ten (10) rotating wrecker companies utilized by the City.  The 
public hearing was closed.  
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Motion by Mr. Santiago, seconded by Mrs. Paccione, to approve the request.  Discussion 
ensued among councilmembers.  Council concurred with overnight parking only; Class A 
vehicles only; not limited just to the wrecker industry.  Motion carried with members voting 
as follows:  Acting Mayor Greene, Yea; Councilwoman Isnardi, Yea; Councilwoman 
Paccione, Yea; Councilman Santiago, Yea.

PROCUREMENTS: 
 
Award of Proposals: 
 
* 1. Brass fittings – RFP No. 22-0-2013 – Utilities Department (Ferguson Waterworks 
- $160,000).  
 
Staff Recommendation:  Approve the purchase of brass fittings (Ford brand only) from 
Ferguson Waterworks, Melbourne, for an estimated annual amount of $160,000 through 
the end of the contract term, April 18, 2015. 
 
The item, considered under Consent Agenda, was approved as recommended by City 
staff.   
 
Miscellaneous: 
 
* 1. Traffic signal and street lighting (City of Port St. Lucie contract) – Public Works 
Department (The Signal Group - $70,000 annually). 
 
Staff Recommendation:  Approve the utilization of the City of Port St. Lucie contract for 
traffic signal and street lighting  with The Signal Group, Jupiter, for an estimated annual 
amount of $70,000. 
 
The item, considered under Consent Agenda, was approved as recommended by City 
staff.   
 
* 2. Camera truck computer and control panel replacement with software interface 
integration – Utilities Department (CUES, Inc. - $40,000 (sole source)). 
 
Staff Recommendation:  Approve the sole source procurement of CUES TV equipment 
from CUES, Inc., Orlando, in the amount of $40,000. 
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The item, considered under Consent Agenda, was approved as recommended by City 
staff.

* 2. Consideration of submitting an application to the U.S. Department of Justice, 
Office of Community Oriented Policing Services, for grant funds for the COPS Hiring 
Program. 
 
Staff Recommendation:  Authorize submission of the application for funding of three (3) 
School Resource Officers for a period of three (3) years.

* 3. Consideration of the disposal of City capital surplus property.  
 
Staff Recommendation: Approve the disposal of the capital surplus property as requested; 
authorize the purchase of a replacement vehicle.

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  4. Consideration of project priorities to be submitted to the Space Coast 
Transportation Planning Organization. 
 
Staff Recommendation:  Approve the project priority list.
